Rocks

Aside from metabolic rocks, which are rocks that have energy, there are ingeneous rocks, which are a little smarter than most rocks, but sedentary rocks hardly ever move at all, except when pushed on by disastrophisms.  When a disaster meets a catastrophe, the result is a disastrophe.  Belief that disastrophes occur is called disastrophism.  If you believe in disastrophism, then sedentary rocks move, but if you don’t, I’m not really sure what happens.  Fortunately, ingeneous rocks know enough to melt and get out of the way.  When you squish a sedentary rock or even an ingeneous rock that doesn’t melt fast enough to avoid you, you get a metabolic rock (squishing is where the energy comes from).
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
